“My God will fully supply whatever you need, in accord with His glorious riches in
Christ Jesus.” Phil. 4:19 (NAB)

“If you’ll hold on to Me for dear life, I'll get you out of any trouble. I'll give you the
best of care if you'll get to know and trust me.” Ps. 91:14 (Mes)

If you are going to live by faith you’re going to have to take some risks.

2. WHEN GOD DELAYS, HE KNOWS BEST

“These things | plan won’t happen right away. Slowly, steadily, surely, the time
approaches when the vision will be fulfilled. If it seems slow do not despair for
these things will surely come to pass. Just be patient. They will not be overdue a
single day.” Heb 2:3 **

“You don’t realize now what I’'m doing but later you will understand.” John 13:7
(NIV)

“This happened so that we might learn to trust, not in ourselves, but in God.” 2
Cor. 1:9 (Ph)

The point is we are to trust God no matter what. We are not to look at His delays
as denials.
