A.C. Bhakivedanta Swami Prabhupada (1896-1977). Founded 1976 in New York. Based on 
Hindu teachings from the A.D. 1500's.

God is Lord Krishna (Krsna) Krishna is a personal creator; the souls of all living things are part 
of him. Writings say Krishna once divided himself into 16,308 forms to mate with 16,308 female 
cowherds.

He is usually thought of as an enlightened vegetarian 
teacher who taught meditation. He is not an incarnation of God. Some Krishna devotees 
consider Christ to be Krishna. Others say Jesus is a great avatar (teacher).
